They approved its constitution and elected the
first board of management, consisting of Constantinos Spyridakis as president, Savva
Christi vice-president, Achilleas Emilianides secretary, Antonis Indianos treasurer and as
members Nearchos Clerides, George Papacharalambous and Costas Prousis. Presidents
of the Society have been: Constantinos Spyridakis (1936-1976); George Papacharal-
ambous (1976-1986); Kypros Chrysanthis (1986-1998); George Ioannides (1998-1999)
and Andreas Mitsides (1999-2006).

The present Administrative Board of the Society of Cypriot Studies is organizing, after
twelve years, the IV. International Cyprological Congress in an attempt to preserve
this important event that promotes Cypriot civilization and culture in every aspect. For
this reason it has appointed the Treasurer of the Society of Cypriot Studies, Mr Ioannis
Eliades as President of the Organizing Committee of the IV. International Cyprologi-
cal Congress, whom he thanks for the work he has accomplished with the help of the
Organizing Committee of the Congress.

We are delighted to welcome to Cyprus all the participants and we would like to express
our feelings of gratitude and amity. We wish to all the participants all the success in the
Congress.
